OU was given the task of
insuring that any proposed design for the site was keeping with the local character of the area, and was sensitive
to various planning issues that affected the area, including potential shadow impacts, the transition to university
lands to the west, circulation at grade, and the effect on the streetscape. This analysis was also prepared as sup-
porting evidence for an Official Plan Amendment for the site.
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London Placemaking Implementation Guidelines

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OfficeforUrbanism was retained by the City of London in the Spring of 2009 to prepare Placemaking Implemen-
tation Guidelines as a means of informing and guiding development in the city. Importantly these guidelines are
intended to facilitate the production of high quality urban spaces, buildings, and infrastructure. In 2007 the City
had embarked on a major initiative, signalling the commitment of Council towards Placemaking. The resulting
document sparked several discussions among stakeholders and City staff regarding the best way to direct and
implement placemaking initiatives. In order to elaborate on the vision — exploring issues such as costing, access
management, rear lanes, street networks, parking, and others — OU brought together a wide range of participants
through intensive workshops, and engaged them in conversation with city builders and other major actors in city
development. This process resulted in a detailed set of Placemaking Implementation Guidelines, currently in
draft form.
